*How to be a Communion Assistant: 
 

Tell Pastor you are here when you arrive. Please arrive by 8:50. You 

don’t have to dress formally, but do wear something more dignified than 

ratty jeans and a t-shirt. 
   

When offering is brought forward, you will come forward and stand 

over where Pastor usually sits, near the organ.  
 

When Pastor motions you over, you will stand next to him in the 

center aisle with the cup of wine. Pastor will give people the wafer/piece 

of bread. He will also bless children who do not take communion yet. 
  

People will take their wafer/piece of  bread to your cup of wine. You 

will say to them: “The blood of Christ, shed for you.” Be sure to hold 

your cup of wine low enough for each person, so that person can see 

the wine and dip the wafer/piece of bread.  
 

When Pastor sees one side of the church is finished taking 

communion, he will switch you to the other side alongside him.  
 

When everybody else has taken 

communion, Pastor Steve will give you 

communion. Then you will give Pastor Steve 

a wafer with the words, “the body of Christ, 

given for you” and offer the cup with the 

words, “the blood of Christ, shed for you.” 

Return to your seat.

Resolution 2011-01:  Welcoming all to Faith Lutheran Church:  Yes 59 No 11 MOTION PASSES 

Be it hereby RESOLVED 

 

That the members of Faith will welcome all people as fellow children of God and treat them with kindness and 

respect.  We will continue to work together to support the mission of Faith in St. Charles, Southeastern Minne-

sota, and throughout the world. 

 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that this resolution will remain in effect unless removed by vote at an annual 

meeting of this congregation. 
          

Resolution 2011-02:  A Ministry Standard for Faith Lutheran Church: Yes 47 No 21 MOTION PASSES 

BE IT RESOLVED that Faith Lutheran Church adopt for a standard for ministry leadership as outlined in the 1990 

documents ñVisions and Expectationsò and ñDefinitions and Guidelines for Disciplineò shall remain in effect for pastors, 

interns, and lay ministers serving this congregation (pre 2009 ELCA Assembly). (see below for standard) 

S14.02 A10    In addition to the standards for ordained ministers in the current òVision and Expectationsó as adopted by the 

ELCA Church Council, this synod shall continue to maintain this expectation from òVision & Expectationsó (1990) in its candi-

dacy process and in its standards for pastors and other rostered leaders: Ordained ministers, whether married or single, are 

expected to uphold an understanding of marriage in their public ministry as well as in private life that is biblically inform ed 

and consistent with the teachings of this synod.

Ordained ministers are expected to reject sexual promiscuity, the manipulation of others fo r 

purposes of sexual gratification, and all attempts of sexual seduction and sexual harassment, including taking physical or em o-

tional advantage of others. Single ordained ministers are expected to live a chaste life. Married ordained ministers are ex-

pected to live in fidelity to their spouses, giving expression to sexual intimacy within a marriage relationship that is mutu al, 

chaste, and faithful. Ordained ministers who are homosexual in their self -understanding are expected to abstain from homo-

sexual sexual relationships.
