OTell Pastor you are here when you arrive. Please arrive
by 8:50. You don’t have to dress formally, but do wear
something more dignified than ratty jeans and a t-shirt.

®When offering is brought forward, you will come for-
ward and stand over where Pastor usually sits, near the
organ.

©When Pastor motions you over, you will stand next to
him in the center aisle with the cup of wine.
